Version History
December 20, 2009: First file, for the front matter, created. Started to draw up prospective table of contents. For now all additional words and major deletions are marked using MS Track changes. Formatting changes are not marked, because transferring to MS Word introduced so many formatting errors.
December 21, 2009: Trying to figure out font substitutions. “CMT T 12” and the like seem to be font substitution error codes. I am inserting fonts that see approximately right: Euclid for the display font and Palatino Linotype for the text. Whatever. 
December 22, 2009: Defining styles in Word to match the styles Magnus seemed to define in Latex. Chapter heads: 28 point Euclid. Section heads: 18 point Euclid. Scripty font for the sentence variables: Blackadder ITC. 

I’m beginning to rework parts of Magnus’s chapter 6 into my chapters 4 and 6. This is the first important change that should go into the published version history. The first important change is to separate out proofs in SL and do them in an early chapter 4, that way the students are doing derivations starting early in the semester, and even slower students will eventually get the concept of a logical proof. Proofs in QL can wait until the end for the advanced students. Within the SL proofs, I’m separating out the basic rules that don’t require conditional or indirect proof, so the students can spend a lot of time with basic, direct proofs, before learning fancier stuff. 

The new chapter 4 comes after truth tables, so the introduction of quantification becomes chapter 5. The chapter on semantics for quantification is deleted, so the remaining material on proofs in quantification stays in chapter 6.

December 23–26, 2009: I’ve started learning LaTeX and will make them book in there. Deletions and insertions will be marked in comments in the TeX file. The outline of major changes will be described here. 

December 27–28, 2009: I’ve created the section headings corresponding to the changes I wanted to make, above. I have also added a section 4.1, based on the original material at the opening of chapter 6 which did not have a heading. The new section describes the idea of a substitution instance and more carefully introduces the idea of a formal proof. We went from 456 words to 1,076 words, with about 800 words being new to the section. I also rewrote the original section 4.1 t make it section 4.2. I didn’t have to add much. I just removed the material that would go into the sections on conditional and indirect proof. 
December 29, 2009–January 6, 2010: Started moving around problems from the original book so they go with the appropriate new section. Created 24 problems for section 4.1, divided into four problem sets. Added a new 240 word subsection on invalid argument forms to section 4.2. 

January 7, 2010: Worked on more problems. Replaced line numbers with variables to the diagram for reiteration and added a one sentence explanation. Added an extended description of how &-E can be used on both conjuncts, with examples.  
January 8 and 9, 2010: We now have 34 problems in 4 parts for section 4.2. I just realized there is a version 1.27. I copied over the new versions for chapters 1-3, but I’ve made too many other changes to his chapter 6, so I’m sticking with 1.24. the only differences mentioned in Magnus’s version history are typo fixes. Added 306 words to section 4.3, mostly clarifying the exact rules for opening and closing subproofs. 
January 10, 2010: Moved all the SL problems from the end of the old chapter 6 to what I think will be the appropriate section in the new chapter 4. Began writing new problems for 4.3. 

May 17, 2011: I haven’t updated my notes on version history in a year and a half, which is embarrassing. A lot of minor changes have been marked in the notes to the .tex file. 

The major changes that have been made since the last update

Section 2.4: Added definition of metavariables.

Section 4.3: Changed the opening informal example of a reductio to something I hope will be more accessible. 

Section 4.3: Added explicit rules for opening and closing subproofs.

Section 4.5, 4.6: rewrote the derived rule section to set up a system of numbered theorems, each building on the last. The exact number used is in flux. There was also a lot of futzing around with the rule of constructive dilemma and how it is phrased. For a while it was set up with a disjunction in the conclusion. Now it has a single proposition. The modus tollens version, destructive dilemma, is now a separate theorem

Section 4.7: Added more proof strategies, including psychological things like stepping away from the problem. 

Section 4.8: I have rewritten the table on when to use models and when to use derivations so that it just talks about truth tables, and is now set up as a kind of summary exercise for the chapter. 
Sept 9, 2011: Split problem sets A​–D for Chapter 3 into one section for complete truth tables, after Section 3.2 and one set for incomplete truth tables, after section 3.3. Added five problems. 
Sept 10, 2011: Added 13 problems to chapter 3.

Sept 11, 2011: added a problem and took away a problem from chapter 3. Added ~200 words on atomic sentences in English (and coordinated this with test banks and alignment sheets). Added or updated the “review of key terms” section at the end of chapters 1, 2
Sept 15, 2011: added 18 problems to chapter 3
Sept. 23, 2011: changed the ~E rule so that the last two lines of the sub proof can come in any order. Other tweaks and typos. 

Sept 28, 2011: Began to reintegrate the material on interpretations of QL. Started a new chapter, which is now chapter 6. Moved some of the old material on semantics for SL to the truth table chapter. 

Oct 2, 2011: Added 12 problems to section 4.1. I also figured out how to get LaTeX to put the spaces around the ~ like it is a unary connective and not a binary relation. You have to include the command \mathord, as in \mathord{\sim}. Spent a lot of time fussing with formatting in tables for exercises.
Oct 3, 2011: Started rewriting the chapter on models of QL

Oct 5 2011: Rewrote about 1,000 words in chapter 6, moved a paragraph and four sets of exercises. 
Oct 7 2011: Fussed with wording in the opening parts of chapter 6. 

Nov. 3, 2011: Fixed problems in exercises set 5.4.B.

(  Bacardo fixed by stating the syllogism in the problem properly. 

( 5.4.B  Cemestres fixed by changing it to Campestres. 

( 5.4.B  Datisi was valid, but it was the same as Darii in the last problem. I fixed this by changing “Some A is B” to “Some B is A” to make it, as the presence of the S between the two i’s would indicate. 

( 5.4.B  Disamis fixed by changing “All As are Bs” to “All Bs are As” in the second premises.

Nov. 4, 2011: 5.4.B  Ferison fixed. Definition of a substitution instance in 5.5 refined so that people can’t remove multiple quantifiers in one step. I also specified that the quantifier you remove must be the “main connective” in the sentence.  Problems in set 7.1 E and F fixed. 
Dec. 14, 2011: New 1,067-word section 1.1. Started a new section 1.2, combining the old sections 1.1 and 1.2, with 742 words. 
Dec. 15, 2011: Finished the new 1.2, with a new 725 words. Tried to turn the list of indictor words into a floating text box, with some success. Redid 1.3 adding about 100 words, including defining the term “inference.” Started reworking 1.4. Added 181 words. Worked on getting the horizontal lines right on arguments in canonical form. 
Dec. 16, 2011: Finished rewriting 1.3 added ~350 more words. Defined sound, strong and cogent. 

Dec. 17&18, 2011: Finished rewriting 1.4–1.6
Dec. 20–22, 2011: Wrote 2 problems sets for 1.2, 2 for 1.4, and one for 1.6
Dec. 23, 2011: Three more problem sets for 1.6
Dec. 24, 2011: added definitions of syntax and semantics to chapter 2, removed the definition of a wff. 
Dec. 25, 2011: There are now key term lists for chapters 1 and 2. For those chapters, all and only words put in the \define{foo} field are listed at the end of the chapter. In the future, every chapter will be like this. 

Dec. 28, 2011: Reworked the introduction to talk about semantics, interpretations, and logical and nonlogical symbols. Added four problem sets (of five problems each) to 3.1.
Dec. 29, 2011: added two problem sets of five problems each to 3.1. Rewrote section 3.2 to include more detail about the relationship between notions in formal semantics and notions in ordinary English.
June 2012: Molly proofread the first half of the book. I made other editorial changes in conjunction with this, including keyword lists at the end of more chapters.

September 2012: Added some problems, made a theorem counter. 

October 2012: Added to problems to 4.5. NB: I have not been consistently noting when problems are added. 

July 2013: 
Chap 1: Fixed the example arguments in chapter 1 and created a bibliography for the whole book using BibTex. 
Chap 2: Created new problems for chapter 2 to be sure each problem set had at least one problem of each type in it and to be sure that there were two of each type of problem set (except the last one.) Reorganized the material in section 2.4 and fixed some wording to focus on recursive definitions and explain why we are introducing all these technical terms. 
Chap 3: Changed all the double turnstiles so they are coded the same. Changed three dots to double turnstiles as appropriate. Doubled the size of the last problem set and moved things around so that there were two of each type of problem set. Checked to see that all problems sequenced correctly. Moved the section on expressive completeness to the body of the chapter.

Chap 4: Added opening section reviewing what happened last chapter and previewing what will happen this one. Rearranged the problems in section 4.1 into matching pairs and played with the formatting. Changed some wording in 4.2, added 13 new derivation problems, and arranged the problems into matching pairs and sequenced for difficulty. Changed some wording in 4.3. Added five problems and worked on sequencing. Changed some wording, rearranged problems and added three problems to section 4.4. Created a new section 4.5 on proving equivalences and tautologies. Important a paragraph, and example, and four problems from the old 4.4 and then added 2 pages of material with a new example. Also added 12 problems. Added a table to section 4.9 and reworked it to fit with the new 4.5. Expanded key term list at the end. Added 15 problems to 4.9 and fixed sequencing. 
Chap 5: Rewrote the section introducing wffs, because the term is no longer introduced in chapter 2. Reformatted stuff.

Chap 7: moved two problem sets back out from the comments, because the text now includes the stuff on models in QL, which the students need to do those problems.
